What is Temporary Edge Protection ?

Temporary edge protection systems are used in construction work primarily to prevent persons and
objects from falling to a lower level.

A collective protection may consist of a proprietary system or traditional guardrails and toe-boards
and will be required to prevent falls from the edge of buildings, voids, lift shafts, roofs, staircases and
any other raised areas.

This protection is usually of a temporary nature and is removed as construction work progresses and
the permanent works are installed.

Collective protection provides greater flexibility in the construction environment as the workforce can
work unhindered by hamnesses or lanyards. Temporary edge protection also provides handrails for the
workforce to hold when working or walking close to an edge.
